The meeting was called to order at 8:05 p.m. by LJSC President Dan White. The minutes of the October meeting were unanimously approved as presented based on a motion by Larry Foley and a second by Noel Contardi. Dan will post the November meeting minutes on the web site.
Officer Reports:
President’s Report (Dan White): A referee recertification course is scheduled for December 19. Referees can register on the day of the course if necessary. Dan will determine the dates in January or February for an entry level referee course. We will plan for another course during the summer. Dan still needs to complete his action items to organize Spring Soccer. The UH soccer camp will be scheduled for one of the week-ends just before Spring Soccer starts. The camp dates will be coordinated with registration. Coaches can determine whether to use a size 4 or 5 ball for a game of mixed ages groups during Spring Soccer games.
Boy’s VP (Noel Contardi): no report
Girl’s VP (Eric Ripplinger): Eric applauds the job that LJSA did in allowing the BYSA Girls End of Year Tournament to continue in spite of the wet weather. Angleton Soccer Club canceled the BYSA boys End of Year Tournament altogether. Eric is interested in knowing the rules regarding this situation. Dan said that the BYSA By-laws are silent regarding inclement weather. Both Clubs are constrained in U-11/U-12 sized fields. They could also have reorganized the Boys tournament schedule for Sunday.
Treasurers Report (Larry Foley):  We are at the low point of the budget cycle. Larry will shop around for a new CD rate. 
Referee Assignor (Paul Gillis): no report
Field Manager’s Report (Mark Kuettel): Need to get quotes for 6 ft green vinyl coated fencing.  Need a bid list and a job package. The drawings with mark-ups and dimensions were reviewed. We also reviewed the Hospital field plans for a cross walk and a turnaround. The City will help fix the drainage. We will place fencing and posts to keep cars off the fields. We also need the design for the walls and the dirt crib enclosure. MacLean sprinkler systems are turned off. No one present knew the status of the Hospital and Dunbar sprinklers. We need to have all the sprinklers activated weekly to prevent grass from growing over the sprinkler heads.
We discussed which fields need to be closed for Spring Soccer. MacLean #5 has low spots and needs dirt work. MacLean 3 and Dunbar 1 also need dirt work. The U12 field at the Hospital needs to have the weeds killed and the grass reseeded. Need to mark a map where the dirt needs to be placed. The City can help with the drainage at MacLean 4, 5, and 6 but it needs to be done soon. The players liked the new benches. We will stencil LJSC on the benches for easy ownership identification.

Registrar’s Report (Matt Turk): no report. Matt asked us to work on the schedule for Spring Soccer.
Equipment Manager’s Report: Dan needs to order the Dolphin Super Sopper which was approved for purchase in November.
We will need to schedule a coach’s clinic before Spring Soccer.  We need to discuss this with Wally so that he can teach it. There was a suggestion to present coach continuing education before the LJSC monthly meetings. A topic suggestion was to cover the off side rule. We could consider showing videos also.

We discussed which nets need to be removed for the winter; maybe the Hospital fields and MC 3 and 5. Need to confirm implementation of the winter mowing schedule.

Three LJSC teams attended the Eastern District tournament including one Rec team and two Division 2 teams. Wally’s U-11 Div 2 girls team won their Eastern District age group and will advance to State level play. Lonnie’s U-15 EDS2 girl’s team clinched 2nd place in and will go to State. Dan’s U-18 EDS2 boys team will also play at the State level. 
Past President’s Report (Kevin Romero): none
Director of Coaching (DOC – Wally Gregory): no report
Old Business: 2010 meeting dates are set. Dan will work with Matt Turk on a nominating committee. We will advertise elections on the web site and send an e-mail through Affinity. Need to make a notice calling for constitution or by-law changes.
New Business: VP’s will check with their Age Group Managers to determine who will return for the next season.
The meeting was adjourned at 9:03 pm based on a motion from Lonnie Rathbun and a second by Susan Jurecka which carried unanimously.
