The meeting was called to order at 7:10 p.m. by LJSC President Dan White. The minutes of the December meeting were unanimously approved as presented based on a motion by Matt Turk and a second by Susan Jurecka.

Officer Reports:
President’s Report (Dan White): 
Officer Elections: All candidates are running unopposed. Matt Turk made a motion to approve all previously elected officers. Susan Jurecka offered a second to the motion. The motion passed unanimously. All officers were re-elected and take office immediately. There are still openings for Assistant Registrar and Assistant Treasurer positions. Matt and Dan will identify candidates for these open positions. There are open Age Group Manager positions for:  Competitive teams, U-11+ Boys, U-7/8 Girls, U-9/10 Boys.  No candidates have been identified for any of these open positions.
By-law and rule changes will be addressed next month.

Concern was expressed over the dynamics of the U-7/8 Girls age group and the potential loss of players. The format is 4 vs. 4 now; there is only an option for 7 vs.7 but that would require field changes.

BYSA by-laws are reviewed in March.  Members
 of the BYSA Board proposed to eliminate the BYSA end of season tournament. The proposal is not supported by LJSC. Dan and Dana Bush did most of the 2009 tournament organization. It is a good progression for recreational teams to play the LJSC tournament, the Angleton tournament and then the BYSA tournament.
Spring Soccer: The revised Spring Soccer document adds U-6 and U-8 guidelines. Team registration is permitted but all individual players must be registered. Team will be rostered right after registration. Dan and Matt agreed to use GotSoccer. The Spring Soccer fee has been increased to $30 to cover the full field maintenance costs and the additional referee fees. Field plans were discussed. We will need to use the two Hospital fields in addition to the MacLean fields. MC3 should be closed after Spring Soccer. MC 5 may need to be closed now. Calls are coming in expressing interest in Spring Soccer. Matt will get e-mails out announcing Spring Soccer registration.  Kim Turk will send a flyer to the schools.
The UofH clinic will be requested for February 6. The entry level referee clinic will then be scheduled for Feb 12-14. We will also have a referee clinic in August. Dan will confirm both clinics.  All 24 participants were re-certified in the December re-certification clinic. Paul needs to update the individual’s certification dates in GotSoccer. 
Three teams competed in the 2009 STYSA State Fall Championships in December. The Thunder (U-15 Girls) placed 2nd in EDS2. The Intensity (U-11 Girls) placed 2nd in Division 2. The Thunderbirds  (U-18 Boys) won the State Tournament in EDS2.
Boy’s VP (Noel Contardi): no report. Noel needs help in recruiting some Age Group Managers.
Girl’s VP (Eric Ripplinger): Paz Ordonez has retired as an Age Group Manager. Julie Ellis will be the Age Group Manager for U-9/10 Girls. Eric will fill in the U-7/8 until a replacement is identified. Dan will update the web site and the distribution list. Kevin Romero’s e-mail address should be removed as he is leaving the country.
