Lake Jackson Soccer Club Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 8:04 p.m. by LJSC President Dan White. The minutes of the May meeting were unanimously approved as presented, based on a motion by Matt Turk and a second by Larry Foley.
Officer Reports:
President’s Report (Dan White): Noel Contardi will be vacating the Boys VP role as she will be moving out of the area. Eric Ripplinger volunteered to assume the U-11 and up Boys AGM role temporarily.  Susan Jurecka volunteered to fill the Girls VP role. President Dan White selected Eric Ripplinger to succeed Noel as the Boys VP and Susan Jurecka to succeed Eric as the Girls VP. A motion was made by Noel Contardi with a second by Julie Ellis to approve Dan’s recommendations. The motion carried unanimously. 
There was another incident of violation of the City of LJ ordinance prohibiting parking on playing fields. Overflow vehicles at a recent Girls Softball tournament caused parking on MC 1. The softball association president was contacted to try to move the cars. Ruts were created by the vehicles. We don’t know if any sprinkler heads were damaged. The LJ police would not ticket the owners of the vehicles because there were not any signs posted. The signs have already been requested from the City and will be posted. Placement of temporary fencing helped avoid the issue on Saturday.

The MacLean pavilion is already booked for Saturday September 25 which would be the traditional picture day. We agreed to try to reserve the MacLean pavilion for Saturday September 18, one week earlier.

A man called Dan about starting a Velocity training facility locally. He was also proposing a Velocity camp. Dan recommended that the Club not take on any additional projects at this time. Someone also contacted Dan about holding a goal keeper camp this summer. Dan will send the information to the competitive coaches to assess their interest in a camp which could be co-ed.

Dan submitted a Dow grant application for the Canna Lane improvements. The quote for a 24’ x 24’ metal building was $5400 from Texas Metal Buildings in Aransas Pass. There would be additional cost to pour a concrete slab. Lonnie has an estimate from Vernor Material for $5700 for building the vehicle turnaround. This project will be paid for the City project funds. $15,000 of the City project funds were spent on the fencing.
LJSC will receive a $500 Dollars for Doers donation from Dow Chemical based on an application from Mary Bonneau. This donation will be designated for additional portable benches.
Boy’s VP (Noel Contardi): The U-9 skills assessments were completed tonight; 43/54 boys total showed up; 27/34 girls total showed up. The process went very smoothly. The U-10 assessments are scheduled for next week.
Girl’s VP (Eric Ripplinger): Eric thanked Noel Contardi, Julie Ellis, and Eddie Damian for their good organization of the skills assessments. We need to communicate to the U-11 and up players who needs to attend the skills assessment. Eric needs the Fall 2009 rosters from Matt Turk to determine who to invite. We discussed the U-13/14 boys team formation and other age group player numbers.
Registrar’s Report (Matt Turk): Matt’s expectations are that all coaches are identified within the next 10 days. He will start team formation for both boys and girls on Monday.  This allows only 1 week for canvassing of new players. Matt needs all coaches in the system by the end of June, including the U-6 coaches. The wait list process starts on June 30. Coaches should be organizing in July to be prepared for the COE tournament in August. Teams are built in GotSoccer and moved to Affinity and then back to GotSoccer.
Of the 192 Div II players, 94 have registered so far.  30 players did not make Div II teams. 158 new players have registered overall, including U-6. 657 Rec players are registered so far. Dan will follow up on receiving STYSA approval for the coaches clinic on July 24-25. Registration for the clinic will be done on line up to one week prior to the clinic date. Coach registration will also be done in GotSoccer. 

Matt will send the form to the AGM’s to forward to new coaches for Kidsafe registration. Referee certification is scheduled for August 6-8. Recertification for referees will be scheduled for November or December after the fall season concludes.

E-check is working. 15 people used it during registration. Larry sends out a form letter to team sponsors in January to acknowledge donations. Donations are made to LJSC for Div II team which is held in their accounts for the teams.
Referee Assignor (Paul Gillis): no report
Field Manager’s Report (Mark Kuettel): Mark needs to set field work days now. The nets have been destroyed on MC 7. The nets on MC 3,4,5, and 6 look OK, but they probably should be removed so they are not damaged. The cost of replacing nets should be communicated at the coaches meeting.
Equipment Manager’s Report: no report
Past President’s Report (Kevin Romero): none
Director of Coaching (DOC – Wally Gregory): no report
Old Business: The tournament application was submitted to the state and the check was cashed today.
New Business: Gabe Rieger and Eric Ripplinger stated that U-7/8 large score disparity occurs frequently. They presented an idea to balance the team composition through holding U-7 skills assessments for next year. The skills assessment should include sprint timing. The score disparity originated with the small sided game format. The AGM could also consider using a birthday month distribution process for next year. In addition to the oldest children in the age group, other dominant players are typically younger siblings of experienced players and coaches children.
Kelly Rathbun communicated that there is a British Soccer Camp in Freeport this week and they approached Lake Jackson parents to be soccer camp coach housing volunteers.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:48 pm based on a motion from Larry Foley and a second by Eric Ripplinger which carried unanimously.
