Lake Jackson Soccer Club Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 8:11 p.m. by LJSC President Dan White. The minutes of the August 2010 meeting were unanimously approved as presented, based on a motion by Lonnie Rathbun and a second by Paul Gillis.
Officer Reports:
President’s Report (Dan White): Lonnie reviewed the open roles on the Board for Richard York, a U-6 coach, who was in attendance. The profit for the COET tournament was net $8000 which is similar to last year. 68 teams participated which is the same number as last year. The tournament was successful. Good feedback was received verbally from the coaches as well as by e-mail. Two shade tents used by the Club were significantly damaged during the tournament. LJSC will reimburse the owners.
The Knights of Columbus goal shooting soccer challenge contest is proposed for September 25 from 9-11 am. They will be using MC 1 for ages 11 and older. The shooting contest is based on a point system. There are district follow up contests. Dan will send a message to all players (Boys and Girls) within the appropriate age groups. Dan will put information on the LJSC web site.
September 18 is Picture Day; we are waiting for confirmation from Julie.

Boy’s VP (Eric Ripplinger): Report by e-mail. There are a few players still registering. U-6 is full. E-mails are being forwarded to Danielle for potential registration. A coach concern with U-9 Boys at the Tournament was discussed.
Girl’s VP (Susan Jurecka): Susan shared two areas of concern. U-8 coaches are using an incorrect username at login so they can’t see their correct player names. Danielle will contact the coaches with issues and send them new usernames. U-13/14 girls team is still looking for players, as all teams of this age group are short the minimum number of players for a roster for 11 versus 11 format.
Treasurers Report (Larry Foley):  LJSC has been changed to 501-C3 status. Mark requests that a letter be issued so teams can solicit donations.
Field Manager’s Report (Mark Kuettel): The leaks on the Hospital fields were fixed by Coastal. H21 on the North side has a broken sprinkler. There is a crack in a main line so this needs to be checked in one week. Mark will get a copy of the reports. He will receive electronic copies of the invoices now for payment.
Trugreen sprayed the Hospital fields so there are now dead weeds. The fields have been fertilized and will be watered. Coaches need to line the fields. Dan will send a reminder note to the Age Group Managers. Thanks to all who helped to set up for the tournament.
LJSC will need to get City Engineer approval prior to making any changes to City property. We need the City Manager to approve the culvert and side walk on Canna but the City funds must be spent within one month. School district approval is needed for changes as well at the Hospital fields.

Registrar’s Report (Danielle Lerma): Over 950 players registered which are 50 more than last year for Lake Jackson only. Only a few U-6 coaches are not in Afinity yet. We need player cards from BYSA for U-9 and up. Danielle will contact the BYSA registrar.
Referee Assignor (Paul Gillis): no report
Equipment Manager’s Report: Over 70 cases of point were ordered, delivered, distributed and used. We need benches for the MC fields.
Past President’s Report: none
Director of Coaching (DOC – Wally Gregory): no report
Old Business: No coaches clinics are scheduled yet.
New Business: Goal inspections are required as we need to submit verification to BYSA. Dates need to be set for 2011 meetings. U-6 teams start play on September 18 which is also Picture Day. U-6 teams are allowed to practice 1 hour per week.
The meeting was adjourned at 9:12 pm based on a motion from Lonnie Rathbun and a second by Susan Jurecka which carried unanimously.
