Lake Jackson Soccer Club Meeting Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 8:04 p.m. by LJSC President Dan White. Kathy stated that she failed to include the account balances in the September minutes. The minutes of the September 2010 meeting were unanimously approved as corrected, based on a motion by Kelly Rathbun and a second by Susan Jurecka.
Officer Reports:
President’s Report (Dan White): LJSC still has open positions including the Equipment Manager. Kelly would like to us to look for a new uniform manager. A few teams are not adhering to the uniform policy A U-9/10 Boys team is wearing red instead of LJSC blue. Teams are allowed to wear alternate colors only when 2 LJ teams play each other and during invitational tournaments. Dan created a Google calendar which is available on the bottom of the web site. We need to test the Google calendar from home computers and send Dan an e-mail with the results. The calendar was created through 2012 with one meeting date outside the normal alternating scheme.
A 5 year capital plan review is scheduled for this meeting. We need at least two more U-9/10 fields at a minimum. We could turn MC 7 into two U-9/10 fields. This would force U-11/12 teams to practice at the Hospital fields. We would also then need to convert H21 to two U-11/12 fields. A second option is to build 2 U-9/10 fields on H-21. Field scheduling should allow U-11/12 competitive teams to practice on lighted fields. Improvements to Hospital fields would need to be approved by the school district.

Dunbar 17 is used by some U-9/10 and U-11/12 team for practice to get the time slot they prefer. Future improvements to Dunbar Park should not impact fields but would increase parking and picnic areas.
Boy’s VP (Eric Ripplinger): Report by e-mail. There is an issue with practice times for U-7/8 because the sun sets earlier. Practice times will be changed to 5:00 – 6:00 pm and 6:00 – 7:00 pm. There is also an issue with U-9/10 late practice times for 3 teams which could be addressed by sharing the adult fields. Age Group Managers are responsible for managing the changes.
Girl’s VP (Susan Jurecka): Susan has addressed the lack of field lining on MC6 by working with the AGM’s. Eric wants to petition BYSA to hold the Boys end of season tournament in LJ and the Girls tournament in Angleton. The decision will be made based on field availability. 
Treasurers Report (Larry Foley):  no report
Field Manager’s Report (Mark Kuettel): The Texas Agricultural Commission called. BISD was not notified by TruGreen that they were spraying on school property. Mark had explained the notification requirements to TruGreen previously. The lights on MC2 were turning off after 1.25 hours. The City electrician will check the lights. The LJSC Web Site schedules had to be updated from 2009 to 2010 on some pages. 
Dan received an e-mail from a local citizen on Majestic Oaks regarding fence conditions due to soccer ball damage. Dan reviewed photos of fences adjacent to the fields. The fence damage does not look like it was caused by soccer balls. Dan will reply to the e-mail message.

Lonnie talked to the City about the sidewalk on Canna and the culvert. Sal is looking into sidewalk improvements. LJSC will be billed by the City for the cost. Additional parking logs will be delivered on Wednesday about 6:00 pm to complete the project.
Registrar’s Report (Danielle Lerma): Danielle registered a U-14 girl and a U-6 player. She received partial payment of $90 from a family. Some U-6 coaches have not picked up their Kid Safe cards and rosters. Danielle called AP Beutal Elem to confirm that only one flyer is permitted per Semester per organization. 
Referee Assignor (Paul Gillis): no report
Equipment Manager’s Report: $500 from the Dow grant is still available to purchase 12 foot portable benches. Dan will send the Dow Dollars for Doers application to Kelly Rathbun to distribute to the U-6 coaches. The Angleton Halloween Tournament is this weekend.
